cal intervention and trauma assessment, 
provided by TCAC as required, chil-
dren and youth and their families are 
often referred for counselling. Follow-
ing a study commissioned by The Scar-
borough Hospital in 2004, Aisling Dis-
coveries was approached by the hospi-
tal to provide counselling to children 
who have been sexually abused and 
their families, as part of the hospital’s 
sexual assault program. Our Centre was 

selected due to our longstanding skill 
and expertise in working with children 
who have experienced trauma. Since 
the inception of our partnership with 
SADVCC, over 80 children and their 
families have received help.   

Aisling Discoveries has worked in part-
nership with the Toronto Child Abuse 
Centre (TCAC) and The Scarborough 
Hospital’s Sexual Assault and Domes-
tic Violence Care Centre (SADVCC) in 
the delivery of treatment for children 
and youth who have been sexually 
abused and their families. The sexual 
abuse of a child is a traumatic event 
that affects all family members. Fol-
lowing police, child welfare and medi-

Children attend workshops delivered 
by Aisling Discoveries staff on topics 
such as “Be a Buddy, Not a Bully”.

Teach-
ers and school administrators are pro-
vided with valuable workshops to help 
them create a more pro-social environ-
ment in their schools.
